	Planning Application P0542/23/FUL Construction of agricultural building at Spaceys Wood (retrospective): Council considered its response to this application
Agricultural land allows for agricultural building without specific planning permission
The plan submitted shows an implied gated entrance point which is not accurate
The PC has a policy of objecting to inaccurate plans submitted and the Council invites the applicant to re-submit an accurate plan
The PC would be minded to object on the inaccuracy of the plans
The applicant would be prepared to remove the inaccurate entrance point on the drawings
The applicant states that he does not need to apply for planning permission for a barn in these circumstances and does not need to show an entrance point and would be prepared to re-submit amended drawings
Council agreed that the Clerk will use delegated authority to submit comments

	Highleadon Green: Council invited a verbal report from the Highleadon Green Association of its concerns and proposals
· A team of 6 volunteers are working on an ongoing basis, which is not attracting more active members.  There may come a point when outside contractors are needed. The HGA are looking at grants to finance maintenance of the pathways.  
· There is an agreement for land management which is with the District Council.  A review needs to be undertaken to ensure that the HGA meets its current obligations and can meet future obligations. 
· Pathways are cleared and are being used by walkers
· Up to 1.5km of pathway has been cleared and some are vital to residents for access to local amenities
· Some of the pathways need upgrading as they are being closed in by vegetation and are breaking down, not all meet DDA standards
· It is not a short term issue, but a long term strategy would be needed
Councillors noted that it is a perpetual problem in attracting volunteers
It is a formal agreement with the District Council and not directly related to the Parish Council. A future question might be would the PC be willing to give financial assistance to pay a contractor for grass cutting and other works including work by hand.
There would be complications in terms of administration
The footpaths are not adopted in PROW (defined footpath) legal system
Suggestions on fund-raising was made by another member of the public
Councillors considered any obligations on the parish council would require an increase in the precept in order to make any financial contribution

The practicalities of getting it set up, downloading the data, reviewing data and costs involved were discussed.  The site meeting participants indicated that the VAS was doing a good job, and the output may be minimal.  The new sign would be permanent and would be solar powered.  The Council will pause this project and will revisit again after co-option.
