a. Application to Community Speedwatch for ANPR sign: Council agreed policies on the use of the ANPR and data sharing of information from it in order to further the Council’s application. The matter has been in progress since 21st December 2022 but no outcome has been confirmed
b. Public opinion will be gauged at the Parish Assembly in April. 
c. Accidents at The Mounts corner: Council discussed possible ways forward. There    appears to be no road surface issues. It could be speed related coming out of Highnam from the Gloucester area.   It will be reported to Highways Manager to consider the road design. All accidents should be reported to the Police at the time.
d. Closure of Park Road Highleadon March to May 2023: update on the situation and report on Chair’s meeting with Hartpury College Vice Chancellor received including farm contractors and young drivers. The concern remains that the closure of the road will be problematic if there is flooding on the A417. The College is working with relevant authorities to have a speed limit imposed on the road from Hartpury Church to the College. Cllrs Deane and Wolfson have been invited to Hartpury College box at Gloucester Rugby as a gesture of goodwill. 
e.  Improvements to bridges across the river Leadon were promised by the end of March 2023 and no works have been done. Cllr Robinson agreed to follow this up.
f. Buttermilk Lane grit store update. The land still belongs to GCC and is waiting for additional security.  Andrew Middlecote (GCC Highways) is going to hold a meeting on site with Cllrs Deane and Heigham
g. Survey works have been undertaken near Woodside Cottage to reduce the risks of flooding
h. Tree works at Church Lane done by contractors under contract to Glos Highways are not yet completed
