Rudford and Highleadon Parish Council 
Fly Posting Policy (adopted xx 2024)
This policy seeks to strike a balance between supporting Rudford & Highleadon organisations and their events, preserving the street scene and so maintaining appearance, beauty and cleanliness within the parish. 
Fly posting is illegal as detailed in: 
· Highways Act 1980
· Town & Country Planning Act 1990
· Anti-social Behaviour Act 2003 
· Clean Neighbourhoods & Environment Act 2005
Fly posting is 
· Displaying posters advertising and other promotional material without permission
· On buildings, notice boards, posts, poles, litter bins and street furniture in public. 
· Mainly done by businesses and community groups seeking free advertising. 
All private enterprise or ‘for profit/monetary gain’ posters are prohibited.  
Parish Council Notice Boards
 One is outside the Village Hall, Rudford (which is lockable and therefore has restricted access), and the other (not lockable) is on Highleadon Green. 
Charitable and voluntary organisations/clubs within the Rudford & Highleadon parish may display notices to publicise their activities and promote fund raising. 
These posters must be: 
· A4 size maximum
· Displayed for no longer than 14 days before the event advertised 
· Removed within 3 days following that event. 
The Parish Council will pro-actively remove fly posters without notice: 
· Fly posting on trees 
· Posters displayed earlier than 3 weeks before an event 
· Posters not removed within 3 days after the event. 
· Events advertised to be held outside the parish
