Ground mounted photovoltaic solar farm with an electrical generating capacity of up to 49.9MW together with associated equipment, infrastructure and ancillary works. The hearing is on 29th April 2026. Enforcement Appeal APP/P1615/C/25/3377155 / AP0029/25/AENF – Rectory Meadow, Rudford. The landowner of Rectory Meadows has lodged an appeal against the enforcement notice issued in December 2025. The date for the hearing has not be published yet. 

Enforcement Issues – Environment Agency issued s.59 removal notice on 15 December 2025 for Rectory Meadows.  This has not been complied with and the EA are considering their next steps. No further update.   

There was a meeting between Environment Agency and Highnam Parish Council on 19th March to discuss the Over fly tipping. Councillor Tydeman attended. The fly tipping is currently a criminal investigation and so details cannot be disclosed by the Environment Agency.   The run off from the site into the river is not considered a pollutant as it is diluted when it reaches the river. The Environment Agency has recently taken soil samples as part of the investigation.
